         JUDGES CRITIQUE

I thank the show committee for giving me the opportunity to judge this show, the sponsor, TLC Pet Nutrition, and the exhibitors who supported the show. Without good entries it will become more and more difficult to attract and keep sponsorship.

The overall quality and depth of the bitches was better than that of the dogs. I was happy to see quite a few bullies with strong hindquarters and good drive. The quality of coloured bullies was disappointing and at the end I could only consider two for best coloured.

BEST PUPPY & RCC DOG

NIROUX POSEIDONOS

This 9 month old puppy has a gently curved head with enough fill, ears and eyes well placed; mouth correct. His neck flows gently into his level short back. For his age he has plenty of bone. His elbows are a bit loose; movement close in front, he moves adequately at the back.    

CC DOG

NARCIANO ICE-T

This 14 month old dog is well balanced; head has a good curve but could do with a little more fill, eyes and ears well placed. His neck flows nicely into his short back, good substance; straight front; he moves well front and back with good drive. 

RCC BITCH & BEST COLOURED

LUDERE PHOEBE OF HIGHLAWN

Thirty month old upstanding brindle lady; gently curved head with good fill; eyes well placed but a little kind; she is rock hard and her skin fits her tightly; her topline is very strong; good forechest; good straight front; hind quarters are muscular with enough bend of stifle; moves parallel front and back. 

RESERVE BEST IN SHOW & BEST MOVER

CH. LUBJAN LE PATRON OF NIROUX

He has a good head; very smooth: good downface; could do with a little more fill under the eyes; ears well placed; eyes although well placed could do with a bit better expression; he has a strong topline, nice roach and tail is well  placed; straight front but for his size he could do with a bit more bone; he was also a bit on the heavy side and that was shown by lack of tuck-up; well developed hindquarters; he moves very well and was awarded best mover. He is of such high quality that he can carry his mismark with no problem.  

BEST IN SHOW, CC BITCH, BEST HEAD & BEST SUBSTANCE

IPON LUMINO OF CARRADICE (AI) 

She has a powerful head; long with a gentle curve, good fill viewed from the front; keen expression and ears right on top of her head. Long neck flowing into well placed shoulders; top-line correct; nice roach; tail set correct; good forechest; straight front with good bone; good spring of rib; nice tuck-up; strong hind quarters with a really good turn of stifle; moves parallel in front with good reach and behind she has very good drive.
