NFSBTC CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW 12 SEPTEMBER 2009
JUDGE: Wynand J Lourens (Carradice)

I was very proud and honoured to have been invited by the NFSBTC to judge this prestigious event.  This was the 21st birthday of this young but prominent specialist club.

Firstly I want to thank each and every exhibitor that made the effort to show their beloved dogs under me. The way you presented your dogs was magnificent. Secondly thank you to the committee of the NFSBTC who yet again staged one of the best shows on the calendar. Thirdly to Lise Liversedge who did a marvellous job as the ring steward standing in for the steward that withdrew at no 99.

BEST OF BREED
The honours went to the Champion bitch Ch Elru Lara Croft of Narciano (owner DJ Rupping).

Her animation and angulations make her a beautiful picture. She stood her ground and filled the entire space. A well put together bitch with a lot of quality.

Her head is long, strong and deep. The distance between her eyes and nose is long. Her head has  long smooth gently curved profile. She is well filled under the eyes; her muzzle is strong and broad. Her eyes are small, triangular and she has a typical keen terrier expression. Ears are correctly placed and her nose is black. Canines on both sides correctly placed and her mouth is pincer, unfortunately one of her top teeth is missing. Her head is smooth with no dents and indentations. Her head overall is very good.  
Her neck is long, strong, well arched and flowed correctly into her shoulders. She has well boned front legs that are straight and parallel.  She has reasonable good feet. Her top line is level and her shoulder placement is correct. Her elbows are tight and well tucked in. On the day she did not display the correct underline. Her tail set is low, her stifles well bent with a reasonable good thigh and second thigh. She is a well ribbed, powerful bitch with the correct substance. Her coat was in good condition, with correct texture.
Her overall balance is her best virtue. Her front movement is parallel and she reached out well. To be critical her hind movement is not her best virtue. She is a bit loose at the back and moved too “close” to be nominated for “Best Mover”.

Never the less she out showed all the others because of her femininity, balance, angulations, animation and type. She was handled to perfection and her owner  set an example of how a dog should be prepared for the show ring. She was also awarded “Best Substance”
RBOB and CC Dog
Both honours went to Lubjan Monchou of Rhizen (Lubbe & Oosthuizen). What a display of presence and masculinity! He made his presence felt immediately as he entered the ring and caught my attention mainly because he stood his ground to the full. Another dog well handled and well prepared.
His head is strong, deep and well filled under the eyes. His broad muzzle impressed me a lot. His expression is keen and his ears are bang on top of his head though they were too floppy on the move. His mouth is 100% correct, a good scissors bite with both canines correctly placed. His head profile is not as smooth as the Best of Breed’s; as he lacked “the gentle curve”. Nevertheless he has a very good head overall.
His front is gun barrel straight, his legs well boned and his elbows well tucked in. His chest is broad strong and deep. One of his strongest points is his power and substance. His spring of rib is phenomenal. His back is short, tail well set and his hind quarters well coupled to his body. His stifles are adequate, his thigh and second thigh is strong and his hocks very short. I would have liked a longer neck. 

He moved very well in front, reaching out well and parallel in front. His hind movement is also good with a lot of drive and purpose. The hind legs are well apart and he kept the gap parallel on the move. He impressed with the ease of his movement and the small amount of energy he uses while on the move. He was in my final line-up for both the Best Head and the Best Mover awards.

CC BITCH
The winner here was Jococla Pink Freedom (Thijssen).

She had tough competition to beat but she just managed to tip the scale in her favour. In profile she looked very similar to the BOB winner on the day. Her head is also very long and strong, smooth, well curved right to the end. The area under the eyes is well filled, she does have a scissors bite but unfortunately she does have one instanding canine.

Her angulations are very good and she displayed a beautiful animated picture. Her neck is long and strong and flows nicely into her shoulders. Good lay back of shoulders. Her top line is level with a nice roach. Tail set acceptable with well turned stifles. She had an excellent underline with a good tuck-up.

She dropped out of contention for BOB or RBOB because her movement let her down in this super line up. Both her front and hind movement is a bit close. Congratulations to her handler that showed her very smartly and to her groomer who prepared her to perfection. Her keen but disciplined temperament impressed me a lot. She loved the outing, was very friendly and amendable to discipline.
GENERAL
The winning dog in the Champions Class Ch Brilows Bonnz Boy (Brits) was awarded the Challenge Class “Best Mover”. He moved with ease, lots of drive and square both coming and going. One of the best bodies I have ever judged but his lack of head profile let him down. 
The RC Bitch Riberts Moet (Alberts) pressed hard for the CC with her short body, good head and correct movement. The RC Dog Morningside Denzel So Sweet (Nel) was another top specimen on the day.
